Art 490/ 590 (000396/000397)   Introduction to Art Therapy (1 cr)

This hands-on course will provide an introduction to the use of art therapy; a history of art therapy; theoretical background; use of materials; and metaphors and storytelling.  Participants will learn about the types of art therapy and how to incorporate it into therapy or the classroom.  Students will look at art work to identify indicators and themes.  Students must purchase a multi-purpose art pad (larger than 8.5 X 11″) that can also be used with watercolors; one type of art medium such as pastels, crayons, markers, finger-paints etc.(to share); 15 cut out pictures from magazines; and a glue stick.  Prerequisite:  Knowledge or coursework in art and psychology.

BIOL 390 (000401)   Pacific Northwest Ecology (3 cr)
July 22 – August 2, 2007

This summer travel course allows students to study general ecological principles and regional natural history of a variety of ecosystems in the Pacific Northwest, including coastal, alpine, freshwater stream, lake, and river, and temperate rainforest systems.  The ecological consequences and the science behind specific environmental and conservation issues will also be explored.  Prerequisites:  One college-level science course and the Dragon Core requirements for Outer Cluster courses.

Web access is required.  This course satisfies the Human Relations requirement for the State of Minnesota. The primary audience is licensed teachers and other human service providers.  Human Relations for Educators provides a study of personal and institutional oppression in America across social, political, historical and educational contexts.  This study focuses on understanding the contributions of various groups; becoming more aware of dehumanizing biases, discrimination and prejudices; and developing classrooms that contribute to positive interpersonal relations.  Students will also analyze how stereotypes affect the teaching and learning relationships and how classrooms can become more responsive to more learners.

Additional requirements or differentiated achievement level for graduate credit is required. Graduate students will develop a short survey for the purposes of better understanding dehumanizing practices and stories of resistance and how teachers can create more inclusive classrooms for more learners.
